Temple in Jerusalem 40 days after His birth. This day is    

celebrated with the blessing of candles, symbolizing Christ 
as the Light that guides us out of darkness.  

The Feast of St. Blaise Tuesday 3rd Feb. 
 

Using two crossed, blessed, unlit candles the minister 
touches the throat of each person using the following prayer 

of blessing: Through the intercession of St Blaise, Bishop 
and Martyr, may the Lord preserve you from aliments of the 

throat and every other illness. 
In the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy 

Spirit. Amen
